In his June 2022 article “Russia —

the Country of Positive Changes,”
Alexey Ryzhkov comes to the conclusion
that the next evolutionary step in the
development of the humankind and the
society in the most global sense is the
construction of the Humane Society, the
ultimate foundation of which is, put in
one word, good. Since Russia is the only
possible carrier of this model society,
the pillar of the future life order, then to
make it possible, it is time to start talking
about, developing and implementing
the most effective modules for
implementing the model.

This means one or more modules saturated to
the extreme with various aspects of the future
life order model, which can be easily integrated
with the current life order of the society, and
deployed, with all their aspects, into the living
system of the society with the least conflict
with the existing organs and systems and the
respective risks.

In this respect, the most suitable module
seems to be that of the creation of “Cities of the
Future.” Cities of the Future are obviously the one
module with most complete attributes of human
life and society of the future, being essentially a
scale model of the society, so all the necessary
aspects and spheres of the new life model can
be elaborated in the process of creating Cities of
the Future.

To achieve this goal, an important element
of prioritizing specifically the module of creating
Cities of the Future is its multitasking — the ability
to raise and solve simultaneously a great number
of systemic issues necessary to build a new
public system, without facing the significant risks
of full-scale development of such a system, as
any specific aspect and the entire system can be
declared as experimental, until we are confident
enough in the status of that aspect or the system
in general.

Also, the Cities of the Future module can
be used to address one of the most important
objectives for Russia — that is, gluing together
all its territories and turning them into a single
effective and well-orchestrated organism.

It seems necessary to address this task by
defining various development concepts for
different parts of Russia — Okrugs or Regions,
each of which would have to perform its own
unique function aligned with the predominant
strengths, determinations and qualities of the
respective territory and its population. At the

This approach will enable
turning the country into a single living organism,
where each part is an organ performing its own
function, rather than all doing the same thing,
interfering and competing with each other and
thus undermining each part's capacity and
ruining the synergies. It is therefore possible to
develop each region into a unique competency
center and the respective center of gravity for
the people of appropriate nature, aptitudes,
abilities and talents for certain areas of life
coming from all over the country and beyond.

These competency centers and centers of
gravity can emerge in such sectors as education,
science, culture, energy, security, economy,
management, technology, production of certain
goods, agriculture, various intellectual spheres,
etc. Itis important to emphasize here that we
are not talking about the division of functions
and their isolated performance by one or
another part of the country; each region would
still have all the institutions necessary for a fully
independent functioning, with a focus on the
development of a specific aspect.
By implementing such a mechanism, we could

“turn back the tide” of the current wrongheaded
urbanization process, when the country's
population gravitates towards maybe fifteen

to twenty cities, and ultimately to just one or

two metropolitan regions, leading obviously to
numerous risks and challenges.

The City of the Future, as a model, could

be a territory where the people can live a full
life, in and of themselves. It can be divided

As far as the local transportation is concerned,

the City of the Future must prioritize the use

of small and eco-friendly transport — bicycles,
electric vehicles, etc,;

Convenient and compact — the standards

must establish that each urban planning unit

(block, neighborhood) is to be supplied with

everything necessary for the most convenient

use of facilities by city residents, minimizing
the need to travel around the city (to other
urban planning units) and maximizing the
efficient use of time;

Eco-friendly — the cross-cutting principle

of using the most environmentally friendly

technologies in design, construction and

operation in all areas of activity;

Other principles.

It is particularly important to develop the
infrastructure representing each sphere of life
in the Cities of the Future (security, environment,
provision of basic resources and needs, business,
economy, finance, trade, lifestyle, fashion,
management, education, culture, science, religion,
worldview, etc.), each becoming a model of the
development of the respective sphere in the
future life order. These facilities will act as the
drivers of reforms and transition towards the new
life model, both for their specific spheres and the
society as a whole.

Addressing the issue of building these
representative facilities will require engaging the
country’s leading development institutions in the
corresponding areas in the joint design process,
each being responsible for their own aspects in
the life order of the future.

When developing new models for the
organization of various spheres of life in the
future and the new life order for the society of
the future, all the development must be based
on a single denominator, the fundamental
idea of good and its manifestation, deployed
and applied through various channels in each
sphere.

At present, the Association of Volunteer
Centers of Russia has created and operates the
federal “Dobro” (“Good") Platform. The Platform
has developed rapidly and widely since its
launch; its underlying model of social interaction
between the people based on mutual help,
mutual assistance, and mutual kindness has
proven relevant and viable and has received
a vocal response from the majority of the
country’s population who had the opportunity
to experience it. This once again confirms the
basic genotype of the Russian person, which is
not limited to any specific national, territorial, etc.
attributes but represents a universal foundation
of traditional values and a certain natural moral
choice of being above all a human.

FORMERLY: THE ANCIENT POLIS

As a community of city dwellers, the ancient

polis differs from what is understood to be

a city nowadays: the city merged with the

village and was undivided from it and the state
(Svanidze, 1999). Plato, in his Republic, depicts
the ultimate social order that is effective precisely
within the boundaries of the polis.

As part of the ideal polis, Plato described the
coexistence of different social categories for the
public good. The city is structured as nested
circles with the center in the form of a temple
complex and palace (Polyakov & Kryukova, 2015).
The polis consists of the city proper and the
adjoining land, where a citizen has two dwellings —
in the city and on the outskirts. Citizens' houses
in the city are continuously arranged around a
circular block with public buildings (courts, market
squares, gymnasiums, and military units) in the
center. Rings of residential development are
surrounded by greenbelts and bodies of water.
This city layout was to support the concept of a
just social order — a middle way in politics, where
each citizen occupies a clear position in the state
(philosopher, warrior or craftsman) and in the
city. Plato’s polis was based on autonomy and was
completely static — the project did not envisage
trade with the outside world or any change in the
structure of the city.

THE CITY AS A MEDIEVAL
COMMERCIAL SETTLEMENT:
THE URBAN AIR MAKES YOU FREE

Historically, the city as an independent
phenomenon is the result of the specialization
of labor. In the 9th and 13th centuries cities
were separated from villages as places where
artisans and church hierarchs lived. Cities
emerge as centers of trade and craft production
(Tilly, 2009). It is worth noting that the city in
the modern sense is a historically contingent
phenomenon that is about a thousand years
old. Moreover, during these years most of
humanity lived in villages, and it was not until
2006 that city dwellers began to be more
numerous’.

It was in the Middle Ages that the city began
to demonstrate social distinctions: it became
the center of trade, administration, religious
and social life (Svanidze, 1999). Residents
moved from the village to the city also for the
reason that there was a legal custom “The
urban air makes you free” (Gurevich, 2005). It
meant that a serf was liberated after several
years of life in the city. Cities were created
on someone'’s land — the land of a feudal
lord, monarch, or church. Simultaneously with
the formation of the urban system came the
communal movement. It was a struggle of the
urban community (commune) against their

THE CITY OF INDUSTRIALIZATION:
SHEEP DEVASTATE CITIES

The industrialization would alter a medieval city
very much. Industrial buildings and new social
classes appeared in its center. The period of
transition from the medieval to the modern

city saw the publication of Thomas More’s
Utopia. In it he strongly criticized contemporary
industrialization and the negative effects it had
on the community: "Your sheep... be become so
great devourers, and so wild, that they eat up
and swallow down the very men themselves.”
Here More describes the practice of enclosing
farmland as pasture for wool production, which
accompanied the creation of the cloth industry
in Britain — the beginning of the Industrial
Revolution. The enclosures damaged the
economic well-being of the peasants, their culture
and customs.

Thomas More's Utopia used Plato’s ideas. In
contrast to the emerging industrial society, the
agrarian family community was taken as the basis
of the ideal city — the city included individual
households propagating their craft skills. More's
Utopia is known for then-sensational proposal
of abolishing private property and achieving
complete uniformity, ultimately ending up in
having identical clothes and dwellings. The square
city is centrally crossed by a river with cultural and
public buildings along its banks.

The spatial arrangement in Utopia is in many
ways similar to the concepts of the “ideal city”
that were prevalent during the Renaissance.

The general principles of these projects were:
clear geometric forms, symmetry and centricity,
defensive buildings on the edges and public
spaces in the center (Romanova, 2015). It is
noteworthy that the projects of the “ideal

city” were literally utopian — that is, they were
abstractly spaced and were common in design,
i.e. with no regard to the geographical features of
the territory.

THE CITY OF THE BOURGEOISIE:
WHAT DOES IT WANT TO BE?

The medieval city ends with the advent of a

new social class, the bourgeoisie. They are no
longer peasants who farm the land and belong
to the landlord, nor craftsmen who are enslaved
through the shop and corporate system.

In particular, it was the urban bourgeoisie who
participated in the events of the Great French
Revolution: the city dwellers opposed the feudal
privileges of the aristocracy and advocated the
freedom of private property (Hobsbawm, 1999).
A French politician known as Abbot Sieyes, a
contemporary of the events, formulated the
postulates of the third estate (all citizens except
the clergy and nobility) as follows: “What is the
third estate? — Everything. What has it been
so far politically? — Nothing. What does it want
to be? — Something.” (Sieyes, 2003). After the
revolution, the city became “something”: the
revolutionaries wanted to reflect the new values
in the architecture as much as possible, the city
dwellers developed a new approach: the palaces
of the nobility were turned into public and trade

spaces. The French Revolution gave birth to
the city of the future: ideal cities were no longer
abstract, but became subject to rational design
(Romanova, 2015).

More laid the foundations of utopia —
a separate genre at the nexus of fiction and
journalism. In the 19th century, Enlightenment
ideas produced a new class of writers, i.e. utopian
socialists, who focused separately on the city
and how people’s coexistence could serve the
purpose of moral development.

The Industrial Revolution revealed iron
as a new construction material: it was used
to build exhibition halls, train stations and
pavilions, or, in other words, — public spaces
(Benjamin, 1996). Covered shopping streets —
passages — became a feature of Napoleonic-era
Paris. It was in the passages that Charles Fourier
saw the Phalanstere. The idea was to create a
self-sufficient commune of about a thousand
and a half people who would live in one phalanx
house. Residential blocks are connected to the
central multipurpose block by means of covered
passage galleries, and the zoning is vertical: the
underground level is allotted for utility rooms,
and the upper levels — for living.

A series of revolutions and counterrevolutions
drastically changed the face of the city. For
example, as an act of counterrevolution
during the restoration of the monarchy, one
of the most famous urban redevelopments,
the so-called Ottomanization of Paris, was
performed. The mayor, Baron Osman, carved
wide boulevards in order, among other things,
to prevent the erection of barricades. Thus,
narrow and unroadworthy medieval streets
turned into a pedestrian area where one can
enjoy contemplating the city and its social life.
Depicted in the work of artists, the reconstruction
strongly influenced the image of the ideal city,
and pedestrian areas became a must in modern
urban planning.

It was about the new, urban, class that the
first research works on the city were written.

G. Simmel's famous essay (2002) sees the city
as a phenomenon of modernity, as the cause

of the soaring individualization and dissociation
of the inhabitants. In many ways, this critical
work remains relevant to the present day, and

is taken into account in designs of the city of the
future. F. Tonnies (2002) linked the worldview of
the urban class to the emergence of society as
contrasted with the collectivity inherent in the
village. It is worth noting that the division between
the city and the village began in the early Middle
Ages and led to social distinctions that only

met with criticism in the late 19th century. This
criticism is embodied in E. Howard's Garden City
project, which removes the division between the
city and the village.

Howard's idea was to unite suburban gardens
and the city into one space without slums
(Beevers, 1988). In particular, his ideas included
still relevant remarks, that workplaces should be
on the outskirts and public spaces in the center
(Ibid.). This will reduce shuttle migration and
prevent the creation of commuter towns, that is,
the infrastructure addresses social challenges.
These ideas will be reflected in the concept of the
15-minute city of the 21st century, which is used
in the development of master plans for cities in
Austria and France.

Next to Howard's Garden City is Le Corbusier’s
Ville Radieuse. Ville Radieuse consists of high-rise
buildings with green areas, with high population
density and compact buildings. Standard
houses repeating the monotonous elements of
accommodation units were to state the concept
of social equality (Khasieva, 2022).

THE POSTMODERN CITY:
AGAINST THE DECORATIONS
OF THE MARKET

After the end of World War II, policy in general
and urban planning in particular had one main
goal — not to go back to the pre-war state of
crisis. To build a postwar (and postmodern)

However, at the same time, development
projects began to unify and depersonalize
the space: cities were built according to the
same designs, with a division into functional
zones and reducing the citizen to an economic
function. Guy Debord (2000) wrote that the post-
war arrangement of territory was “capitalism's
appropriation of the human and natural
environment” and sought to “reconstruct the
totality of space as its own decoration.” Trends
in modern cities are described as the creation
of “increasingly enclosed and isolated urban
spatial structures, the predominance of defensive
architectural forms in the core of the urban
environment.” (Cooke, 2002).

The postmodern concept moves away from
the totality of large-scale and technologically
rational urban planning. It refers to local
identities and local stories to create specialized
and customized spaces. Postmodern architects
abandon the monofunctional zoning of space,
when city blocks perform a certain function
within some larger social project®. In their view, no
space may be simply a function of social mandate,
because space is valuable in itself and is never
empty: it has its own inhabitants, nature and
ecosystems, architectural structures.

Léon Krier presented an example of
postmodern urban design in Poundbury, Britain.
To avoid functional and social differentiation, the
project doesn't have functional zoning, the urban
environment is a combination of social, trade
and office spaces. At the same time, following

THE IMAGE OF THE CITY OF THE
FUTURE AS A PHYSICAL SPACE

Cities of the future may be conceptualized in at
least two paradigms: as infrastructure projects
and as social projects.

With increasing importance and density, cities
are facing problems: overcrowding, low transport
accessibility, environmental issues, ghettoization
and social exclusion.

The first paradigm refers to new forms of the
city, new location environments — for example,
underground or in the water, as well as the
economic and ecological functions of the city,
such as sustainable development (Romanova,
2014). The cities of the future are intended to
solve these problems by redesigning the physical
space of the city (Kisheyeva, 2017). Modern
concepts are developing in three main directions:
technological (search for new urban forms),
informational (creation of information systems for
citizens), environmental (reduction of the negative
effect on the habitat).

THE IMAGE OF THE CITY
OF THE FUTURE AS A UTOPIA

When talking about the concepts of the city of
the future of past centuries, the biggest mistake
one can make is to try to seek there the answers
to the current questions and challenges. The
historical insight into the understanding of the
city of the different ages is intended to show that
not only have the problems and the image of the
city changed, the very framework of how one can
make sense of the city has changed as well.

The second paradigm perceives the city as
the basis for new social relations, as a certain
social and political utopia. Thinking on the city
of the future is utopian for the most part in
the first place. A review of the literature shows

The modern city of the future must have
regard to the territory and the specific interests
of the parties involved. Concepts of cities of
the future rely on local identities and create
opportunities for different life scenarios for their
dwellers without the imposition of utopian social
projects from above. The community of citizens
is not just another type of building material, but
a subject and addressee of the urban concept,
whose notions are taken into account in the
design. The city of the future now is a set of
design principles rather than the actual project
content.

During the Chicago City Council elections in
1915 (Park, Burgess, 1925), citizens went to the polls
and saw long lists of names that meant nothing to
them. That crisis was met with a variety of mixed
reactions. Chicagoans began organizing voter asso-
ciations and local social movements, political par-
ties began opening district offices and hiring dis-
trict political bosses, and religious and philanthropic
organizations launched the first round of commu-
nity organizing. The city came to life and started
building more complex social connections. In fact,
the 1915 Chicago events were a logical response
to the disorganization brought to the cities by rapid
growth accompanying the industrialization process.

software developers. The creative energy freed
from administration and routine work should be
directed toward the production of even more
advanced machines and even more appropriate
accounting and control systems. Digital singularity,
when technological development becomes
ultimately unmanaged and inevitable (Parikh, 2018),
is not that far off. Techno-optimists look boldly into
the future and see the grandeur of new cities built
with the rationality and orderliness of machines.
In this reality, the urban planner appears as a
programmer-technomage, confidently managing
the endless data flows from various sensors,
responding to any fluctuations in the urban
environment. The city becomes intangible.

The other trend is radical municipalism.
This direction puts the humans and human
relationships at the core of the city infrastructure.
A prime example is the Strong Towns movement
in North America, whose members advocate for

a radically new way of looking at how we build

our cities. The Strong Towns movement seeks

to make local government the highest point of
collaboration for people working in one place. To
this end, articles and podcasts, courses and short
seminars are created for those who want to take
action in their community. Supporters of the
movement, who live in the same city, work together
to make their small area more sustainable.

As the residents’ civic consciousness awakens,
they take the development of their city into their
own hands. If it doesn't awaken on its own, we
awaken it through community organizing tools,
community foundation activities and by using the
urban husbandry ideology. The creative energy
of rethinking and re-appropriating (Cellamare,
Cognetti, 2014) the urban environment grows
out of the very idea of a democratic conversation
between people. City dwellers rally around an
area that belongs to them by right of residence.
They look at each other favorably and openly,
together formulating the future of their territories
and boldly going for it. In this scenario, the city
planner is a repentant city planner.

FAILURES IN THE DIGITAL SYSTEM
The two trends are already struggling, and the
feeling is that the movement towards a digital
utopia is winning so far. However, many see it as

a digital Gulag, rather than a digital utopia. Indeed,
it is easy to see how ubiquitous surveillance
systems use camera feeds and cell phone

signals to ferret out the politically undesirable,
fine quarantine violators, and identify potential
criminals better than Cesare Lombroso'. Together
with handy kick-sharing and a delivery system
that brings any kind of goods from the dark store
to your doorstep, we also get an omnipresent
robot policeman. And God only knows the
intentions of its creator.

Beyond the concerns that the digital city could
spell the end of freedom and democracy, there
are other aspects of criticism of this school of
thought. It comes from a realization of the fact
that, first, any digital system can fail, and second,

these failures can be intentionally organized by
hackers. A step into the digital future of the city
is also a step into the future of digital terrorism.
In places with the greatest progress in the
implementation of smart city systems, the cities
are already experiencing significant pressure
from cyber-attacks. The more we trust our city to
be digital, the more serious hacker attacks can
become. Be it for political reasons or just out of
curiosity, hackers will be able to penetrate deep
into life support systems, depriving citizens of
water, electricity, and e-government services.

The democratic process is only good where

and when it is well constructed and unfolds as
intended. But the number of errors in the actions
of an organized group of citizens can be much
greater than errors in a poorly written software
code.

is vulnerable to populism, and it is especially
vulnerable when it comes to long-running
processes whose results are delayed for years.
Urban development is just one such process. The
step from urban planning to urban husbandry
(Glazychev, 1995) can easily be interrupted by an
overly loud but unconstructive local politician.

In addition to vulnerability, the duration of
democratic urban development poses another
risk. In the face of climate change and as part
of the Sustainable Development Goals, all of
humanity must act quickly. The time is running
short. And we risk losing time in the long, albeit

towns, and townships. Self-governance at the
local level does not necessarily turn into inter-
municipal contractual capacity.

The key actors of the digital trend are national
governments and global corporations, who
perceive technocratic management algorithms

as the key to reducing the operating costs in the
territories of their presence. Unification while
preserving visible diversity seems to them the
optimal modus vivend}? for the future. Radical
municipalism, on the contrary, requires completely
different actors — local NGOs, such as community
foundations and territorial public self-governance
bodies, civic universities following the Scottish
model. The forces that endow these structures
with resources, in addition to the citizens and
academics themselves, are the new-format
developers who invest in social and natural capital
(Oliver, 2013), in the development of communities
surrounding their projects, and who take on

the initiative of urban master planning together
with the communities. As, for example, in the
framework of the project “Bring rivers back to

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developers, architects, urban planners, and
regional authorities, decided on the future of the
river Podborenka. The project team created a
riverfront development concept, organized the
cleanup of the river bed, launched the public
monitoring of small rivers and their basins, and the
developer of one of the residential compounds
was tasked with building up the embankment.
This project resulted in a new public space in the
city, where residents can play sports, hold mini-
concerts, have picnics, relax and ride a bike.

The topic of the “City of the Future” was actively
developed by famous architects throughout the
twentieth century in many countries. Cities of the
future appeared in the descriptions of numerous
literary works and on movie screens. The topic
got a new lease of life in the twenty-first century
with the emergence of new technological and
social solutions. Today, the term “city of the
future” has a dual meaning and application: it is
used to refer both to real projects using actual
urban planning and technological solutions, and
to conceptual projects of an exploratory and
research nature.

Conceptual projects are interesting because
they do not operate with a set of tools and
techniques that can be implemented today, but
provide an opportunity to look into the future,
which so far is a likely prospect, depending on the
development scenario the humanity chooses in
the next decade.

ARCHITECTURE AND URBAN
PLANNING OF THE FUTURE:
KEY TRENDS

BIOPHILIA

British architect Norman Foster, winner of the
Pritzker Prize (considered the equivalent of the
Nobel Prize in architecture) is most commonly
called as the architect of the future. It was Foster
who in the 1970s modeled an energy-efficient
hi-tech building made of glass and steel. However,
today his ideas of architecture are based on the
concept of “biophilia” — the natural proximity

of people to nature and natural materials. The
architecture becomes focused on the principles of
a focus on health, a connection to well-being and
a holistic perception of the building. The architect's
skyscrapers can be perceived as vertical cities, where
floors act as streets with full social infrastructure,
which is located not just on the lower floors.

NON-EXTRACTIVE ARCHITECTURE

The biophilia element aligns well with the notion of

“non-extractive architecture,” a new type of architec-
ture that does not deplete the Earth's resources. Its
concept was presented by Joseph Grima, co-founder
of the Italian research studio Space Caviar, at Dezeen
15 festival The key idea is that architecture should
not create external negative effects for third parties.
This applies not only to carbon emissions and energy
consumption issues, but also to ecosystem sustain-
ability, community preservation, and avoidance of
labor exploitation. The author of the concept says
that the construction industry generates 40% of
carbon emissions, and Western companies claiming
sustainable development actually outsource the
negative effects — that is, they still cut down forests,
but not in their home countries, but in the countries
of the “Global South.” Timber transportation further
adds to environmental damage.

Speaking of innovations in urban planning,

it is impossible not to mention Bjarke Ingels

of Denmark, who is also often called the
architect of the future. The principles of Ingels'
projects are: to build for eternity, not for
"disposable” architecture; a large landscaping
area; multifunctional nature (from social
infrastructure in residential complexes to a
sports and entertainment complex on the roof
of a garbage incineration plant). Ingels himself
says that he designs a living environment with
the psychological needs of the individual in mind
and with the creation of benefits for society.

In his manifesto’, presented in the form of a
comic book, the architect cites the evolutionary
formula “survival of the fittest” and proposes an
architecture that can help humanity adapt to the
changes of the future. The title of the manifesto
is “Yes Is More”, meaning that by saying yes to
society, one is saying yes to oneself and the
future.

Another interesting element of Bjarke Ingels’

philosophy, which can be applied to all potential
projects of the city of the future, is that the city
is not finished content; it is a form, which can
be adapted to conditions that are unknown in
advance, and take into account the public good.

THE 15-MINUTE CITY

The concept of the 15-Minute City is that all the
places a resident needs are within a 15-minute
walk or ride by last-mile transport? (bicycle, scooter,
electric scooter, etc.). Places for living, study, work,
recreation, sports and health facilities are not
divided into “bedroom” communities and business
districts, but are mixed within the framework of a
single district, thus avoiding daily commute.

The concept emerged during the development

of the New York City master plan in the 1920s
and had the following characteristics:

only local roads can be located within a
neighborhood, and all highways must be
placed outside the neighborhood;

the school must accommodate all children in
the neighborhood and be accessible without
crossing major roads;

each neighborhood must have its own park;
stores should not be located in the center, but
on the perimeter of the neighborhood.

In 2021, this model was revived during the

discussion of the master plan of Paris with the
social researchers. The authors claim that it
is designed to increase proximity and social

interaction, as well as to boost solidarity and
good neighborly relations (Moreno et al., 2021).
This was also the logic behind the “Cities of
the Future” concept proposed by the Gladway
Foundation for the Development of Media
Projects and Social Programs. In 2016-2020, as
part of the Citi Foundation’s Sustainable Cities
Program, the Gladway Foundation implemented
the idea of neighborhood centers within a
walking distance in Moscow. According to the
authors of the concept, neighborhood centers
are the foundation of cities of the future, creating
a "social fabric” for economic and territorial
development. “Without neighborhood centers
(as a comprehensive “city-oriented” public space —
editor’s note), there is no future for the city,” the
authors stressed at the VI conference “Factory of
Spaces. Time,” held in October 2022 in Moscow.

Interestingly, “My Neighborhood” city program,
currently implemented in Moscow, is also based
on the concept of a 15-minute city. This was
announced by Mayor Sergey Sobyanin on the
sidelines of SPIEF-2021, in an interview with
‘Russia 24" TV channel.

The size of the “15 Minute District” is an area of
3x3 kilometers (900 hectares). “This area is small
enough for a single large developer to complete. But
construction companies usually specialize in one
single thing (housing, offices, etc.), while here we
have to build everything at once,” says co-founder
and chief architect of UNK project design bureau,
member of the Union of Moscow Architects Yuli
Borisov, as quoted by SberPro Media®. -

Summing up this part of the review, let us
emphasize: the 15-minute city as a concept can be
the basis for the creation of the City of the Future (by
even a single developer). In addition, this concept is
the closest to the implementation of pilot projects.
The principles mentioned above must also be
respected: the natural proximity of people to nature
(biophilia), non-extractive architecture, building for
eternity, the city as a form that can be adapted to
conditions that are unknown in advance, and take
into account the public good.

THE SAN MARINO DECLARATION

Environment and sustainable development are
becoming the key topics affecting the full range of
design solutions; they are present in brand new
concepts of the city of the future, as well as in
those that follow up on the development of well-
known approaches.

The model of an environmentally, socially
and economically sustainable city most often
acts as the foundation for designing the cities
of the future (Malyshev, Korobkova & Solodkov,
2021). This model is directly related to the UN
Sustainable Development Goals. The bare-bones
agenda for a sustainable city is the “smart city”
model: efficient use of resources through the
introduction of technological systems, a better
quality of life through improved services,
transport and information accessibility. It is worth
noting that this model generally does not take
into account the social component of the city,
while focusing mainly on the infrastructure and
technological aspects.

In 2022, Norman Foster is launching a UN
declaration of the principles for sustainable
and inclusive urban design and architecture,
that would be the equivalent of the Hippocratic
Oath for architects. The document called the
San Marino Declaration includes the following
principles of urban planning:

people-centrality, social responsibility and

inclusivity;

cultural identity, values, and heritage;

resource efficiency and circularity;

safety and health;

respect for nature and natural systems and

processes;

people-smartness;

inter-disciplinary cooperation and networking,

engagement®.

THINKING ABOUT THE FUTURE
FROM THE FUTURE ITSELF

Going beyond the boundaries of urban
planning concepts, it is important to note at
least two other authors — Benjamin H. Bratton,
head of his own Terraforming research program,
and Nick Srnicek, political philosopher of the
accelerationist movement.

Bratton's book includes a quote by writer
and director Chris Marker: “The naive American
contemplates the sky; the Russian ... settles in
the sky and contemplates the earth.” According
to Benjamin H. Bratton, it suggests an analogy

about the need to think about the future from
the future itself rather than the present. This
book focuses on the millennial event horizon,
and it also addresses themes echoing the motif
of non-extractive architecture: how to terraform®
the Earth so that it becomes habitable for human
life and remains so for as long as possible, while
avoiding projects with a negative effect.

Nick Srnicek describes the future as a radical
acceleration of technological labor substitution
through innovation and the introduction of an
unconditional basic income. The humans are
seen as creative individuals, and the cities as a
platform for innovation.

THE RUSSIAN APPROACHES
TO INTEGRATED TERRITORIAL
DEVELOPMENT

The pioneers of integrated territorial development
in Russia were Territorial Development Agencies
(TDA) — the first wave of the ITD boom began
with them in 2001-2005. According to the
government's plan, the TDAs were to take on the
most difficult work of coordinating the activities
of landlords and tenants in large areas. It was,
first of all, the coordination of urban planning
issues and engineering support. As a result,
each territory would have a single management,
transport, engineering and architectural concept.
The reason why the TDAs failed was that they
were too far ahead of their time: neither the
legislation, nor the resource base or the financial
system were prepared for their successful
implementation — the real estate market was yet
to reach a new quality level. The main problem
was that, in fact, the TDAs never received any
effective leverage over the owners of land plots or
any real authority. The city administration at the
time also did not have the resources or the desire
to deal with these clearly challenging tasks.
Integrated territorial development projects
of the second wave (2005-2008) were often
announced on agricultural land purchased by
developers (greenfield development). The scale of
hundreds of hectares and several million square
meters of residential and commercial real estate
was astounding. Even in a growing market, many
of these projects looked overly optimistic in terms
of timing and opportunities for the market to
absorb such volumes. The issues of utilities and
infrastructure were barely sketched out in such
projects.

By 2008, literally every Russian region felt
obliged to present an integrated territorial
development project. Most of these were
announced by private developers or partnerships.
As part of these projects, the developer was to
prepare urban planning documents, prepare the
territory from the engineering point of view, to
provide road infrastructure, and then build up on
its own or invite other investors to build.

According to the Presidential Decree “On
the national development goals of the Russian
Federation until 2030, it is necessary to ensure the
annual commissioning of 120 million square meters
of housing by 2030. What this housing will look like
will determine the image of the Russian cities in
the future. The Integrated Territorial Development
Standard was developed by the Russian Ministry

Currently, more and more developers in
Russia are moving away from the reproduction
of Soviet-style precast-concrete neighborhoods.
Developers are starting to use new urban planning
approaches and standards, which meet the public's
modern demands and take into account changes
in the social, political, economic, cultural and
informational spheres. Increasingly often one can
meet the desire to search for new, people-oriented
pilot solutions and concepts, opposed to the
vector of developing territories in the interests of
production or administrative and economic logjstics.
It is important to consider the strengthening of
agglomeration as an important concept of spatial
planning in Russia. The legal status of agglomeration
is rising, becoming more significant than the
municipalities and regions and effectively starting to
determine the development direction and format of
their territories for the coming years.

THE CITY AS A COMMUNITY

LOCAL IDENTITY

As mentioned above, identity research and
development are becoming part and parcel of
integrated territorial development. A city is a
function of identity that its inhabitants experience
through a sense of belonging to a place. An urban
place has its own boundaries and content, and its
own ideas about the events that can take place
within them. This identity is formed through the
people’s social actions: from social contacts with
their neighbors to the representation of the city's
cultural image (Nikolaeva, 2021).

Urban identity is built on a sense of belonging
to a place and an urban community (Tweed &
Sutherland, 2007). The city is not just physical,
but also social space. Infrastructure produces a
space for social action. The culture and identity
of the city of today includes cross-generational
responsibility, sustainable development and
conscious consumption practices, as well as a
separate focus on the temporal aspect of living
(the infrastructure concept of the 15-minute city
discussed above) (Nikolaeva, 2021).

FROM THE CITY TO THE COMMUNITY:
THE ROLE OF THE THIRD PLACE

The city and urban communities can be
understood differently depending on the
observer's viewpoint’. This can be a position

in which the city is perceived as a place for the
residents to earn money and where the resident
has nothing but a home and a job. The future city
then serves to minimize the time that individuals

spend on something other than making money.
A different logic states that the city should and
can create an urban community as a space

for communication, equality and cross-cultural
connections. In this concept, the “third place”
becomes the focal point of the city.

The city can create community opportunities
through appropriate infrastructure. Ray Oldenburg,
author of The Third Place, describes such
infrastructure as a neutral area where the urban
community can spend time together. According
to the author, “third places” play an important role
in the development of neighborhood relations:

“Many, if not most, neighbors will never meet, let
alone have a relationship, because they have no
place for that.” (Oldenburg, 2018).

The city is a concept of modernity; it is created
by a separate urban class of inhabitants. This
urban class did not immediately discover itself
and the place where it would gather. The coffee
houses were the first public spaces where
middle class could gather to communicate. This
communication is believed to be the basis for
the emergence of the civil society in Europe,
an autonomous cultural sphere within which
innovations take place (Pincus, 1995).

A special kind of infrastructure for creating
points of social activity — so-called “social
infrastructure” — is becoming a separate subject
of research in geography and urban planning
(Latham & Layton, 2019). The modern view of
libraries, neighborhood centers, public spaces,
laundromats, cafes, and sports recreation
grounds is that they not only perform their
specific functions and produce added value, but
also have a “socialization” effect.

The approach of social infrastructure
developed primarily with the consideration and
participation of the local residents and urban
communities, is that the social life unfolds for the
most part in physical space, which can be studied
and designed to match the development strategy
of each community.

COMMUNITY TO CITY: PARTICIPATORY
PRACTICES IN URBAN DESIGN

One of the new norms of urban development

is the principle of community involvement in

the development of the area, starting with
“participatory design.” Back in 2016, Project
Group 8, together with Strelka KB, published a
brochure® on public engagement practices in
beautification projects. They mainly focus on the
design of public spaces and interaction within the

boundaries of the “business-authorities-society”
triangle. The researchers distinguish a broad
range of actors, each with their own interests and
roles in the project: economic agents, political,
experts, residents, users of the territory, citizens,
the town-forming enterprise. Interestingly,

public organizations and initiative groups have
recently become key actors in participatory
design. In particular, in 2022 the Russian Ministry
of Construction published a methodological
guidebook “Best Practices of Volunteer and Youth
Associations in Territorial Development.”

In the article “Participatory Design:
Peculiarities of the Approach in Russia,” experts
Nadezhda Snegireva, Konstantin Kiyanenko, Yulia
Bychkova, and Peter Ivanov note that existing
practices of co-participation are limited in use,
although they have a high potential in urban
management, budgeting, and cultural systems.
Because of this limited use, these practices ran
into an obstacle — trying to integrate them into
the vertical structures of state administration was
ineffective. Another important issue is long-term
co-participation: the participant must acquire
subjectivity and responsibility that go beyond
mere participation in the vote and extend to the
future living scenarios of the local residents, so
that the infrastructure developed continues to
perform its social functions and "lives” beyond the
construction period (Vereshchagina, 2021).

The general participatory development
platform supports the main thesis: speaking of
the city of the future, it is necessary to consider
not just the design of beautification projects, but
the broader context of community participation
in all aspects of city governance. Itis of a
permanent nature, and also includes broader
context of the items for which a collective
decision is made. Participatory governance
means that it is based on three key elements
(Perezolova, 2018):

civic participation;

public discussions;

empowerment of the public in governance.

Decision-making in this framework takes
place after discussions with residents themselves,
and with extensive accountability and feedback
practices. Public participation in decision-making
is presented as a pedagogical practice and
serves to foster the values of self-governance,
consociation, and responsibility for the common
good.

Practices of public discussion of urban
development projects are one of the key
methods of engaging the public in governance,
which can be accomplished, among other things,
through participatory modeling to collectively
address public problems. Modeling consists of
the following stages: informing, public hearings,
focus groups, opinion polls.

Interestingly, the wording “participatory
modeling is a method of analyzing a problem by
building a causal model with the involvement of

stakeholders” clearly evokes associations with
the theory of change, which similarly includes a
causal model taking into account the interests

of all parties involved and is used to implement
socio-economic impact assessment on extended
change projects (including cities of the future).

The greatest opportunities for public
engagement in decision-making exist where
the decisions directly and explicitly affect the
lives of the people, and the consequences of
said decisions are most obvious, that is, the
threshold of expertise is relatively low. This area
of government decision-making is commonly
referred to as local governance. A key factor in
the success and autonomy of local governance is
access to the development of the local budget.

Thus, in addition to participatory modeling,
participatory (initiative) budgeting is a key tool for
public engagement in city governance.

Within the framework of the project of the
Ministry of Finance of Russia and the World
Bank to develop initiative budgeting in Russia,
reviews of international best practices were
collected. Practices of initiative budgeting in small
towns form an important part of the reviews
(Khachatryan et al., 2020).

It seems that the city of the future, respecting
the concept of the 15-minute city, will be a small
one. This type of city has the following positive
features:

- existence of a dense network of social
contacts;

the local, not global, nature of urban identity;

a relatively low level of exclusion for socially

vulnerable categories;

the ability to hold discussions with sufficient

public representation;

presence of direct communication channels

between the local government and the public.

As the authors note, the essence of
participatory budgeting practices “lies in
the development of an effective system of
interaction between local government and the
society through the activation of direct public
participation in local development planning,
including in determining priorities for local budget
expenditures and in supporting public initiatives
in addressing local issues.

In Russia, initiative budgeting is implemented
mainly following the model of the Local Initiative
Support Program (LISP). Under this model, the
residents are involved in determining budget
spending priorities, can co-finance projects that
are important to them, and monitor the progress
of their implementation. However, this model is
regional, not local.

One example of the implementation of
participatory budgeting practices in Russia at the
local level is the experience of the urban district
of Labytnangi (Yamalo-Nenets Autonomous
Okrug). These projects are mostly related to
developing the urban environment and creating
the infrastructure for people with special

Interestingly, this project was peculiar
in that it required the initiators to provide
mandatory co-financing of at least 3% for the
activities budgeted. The projects are reviewed
by the Project Office consisting of both experts
and volunteers, and then put to a vote of the
residents. The Project Office also plans activities,
provides information and training, and is involved
in preparing organizing the voting on the projects.
This culture of participation transforms the
individual from a consumer into a co-owner of
the product, a subject of urban development.
These values contribute to the implementation of
bottom-up innovations and allow stimulating the
development of the local community, weaving the
fabric of the cities of the future and ensuring the
implementation of all the above elements of the
existing concepts of the cities of the future.

Based on a review of existing concepts of the
cities of the future worldwide, the principles

of sustainable and inclusive urban design,

taking into account the Russian context and
understanding of the city as a community, we can
formulate the following set of principles of the
City of the Future, which can also be designated
as the principles of impact investment in urban
development projects.

1. ADAPTABILITY OF THE TERRITORY
TO INNOVATION
Innovation is changing the faces of the cities,
filling them with new scenarios for living and using
familiar infrastructure. The City of the Future is
open to change, and in the words of Bjarke Ingels,
the City of the Future is not finished content; it is
a form, which can be adapted for the public good
to conditions that are unknown in advance.

The engagement of residents through various
forms of participation and the responsible use
of nature form is the basis for the sustainable
development of a city that cannot remain static
over time.

2. COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT
AND CO-CREATIVE DESIGN

The City of the Future cannot be a universal
project; it can only fit into the existing territory
and be aligned with the needs of its future
residents. Hence the maximum demand for the
invented solutions and responsibility for the
future territory.

Reliance on the community of residents is
noted as a feature of the Brighter World format
projects being implemented in Russia, where the
community is formed around the neighborhood
infrastructure (neighborhood centers and cafes,

and clubs, various forms of local public spaces,
preventive medicine centers, etc.).

Moreover, by 2022 a project has been
shaped up in Russia that envisages the creation
of infrastructure for social activities in literally
every city. The Dobro.Centers franchise is
designed to develop social and civic initiatives
in the city through the creation of infrastructure
for engaging residents in the positive change
projects and developing a community — the very
community that makes a city.

3. LOCAL IDENTITY AND ATTRACTIVENESS
OF THE TERRITORY

Identity research and development are becoming
part of territorial development. Placing local
sights in the area under design forms a point of
attraction and helps implement regional tourism
routes: a museum of contemporary art, open-air
museum, sports facilities, iconic architectural
objects, social and cultural projects.

One example is the residential complex in
Novo-Peredelkino, which pays tribute to the
cultural heritage of Peredelkino, the dacha village
where famous writers, including Boris Pasternak
and Korney Chukovsky, used to work. This identity
can be cultivated and created from scratch.

4. AVARIETY OF FORMS AND SCENARIOS OF
LIVING WITH AN EMPHASIS ON EDUCATIONAL
AND WELLNESS PRACTICES
The value of living in a particular city is
determined by what living scenarios are available
to a person. Is it just a bedroom community
with a business center, or is there a wide range
of “third,” public, places available to city dwellers?
The mandatory set of infrastructure facilities
includes:

park areas;

sports fields;

neighborhood centers;

retail stores;

entertainment and recreational facilities;

schools / kindergartens;

healthcare institutions;

sociocultural sites.

Recent large-sample empirical studies of
the demand for residential estate show that
apartment buyers give weight to the availability
of infrastructure such as stores, public
transportation, recreational facilities, medical
and educational institutions (Su et al.,, 2021).
Apartments located close to such infrastructure
usually sell for more, and therefore are in greater
demand.

5. OPENNESS AND SHARED URBAN SPACES

Shared use of social infrastructure areas

and buildings is important to establish social
connections and prevent isolation of social
groups and spaces. Schools, lecture halls,
exhibition spaces, a theater, a swimming pool, a
gymnasium, stadiums and playgrounds in the
neighborhood, municipal administration spaces
(such as meeting rooms) should become part of
the well-being of all neighborhood residents and
be open to them in the evening, sometimes even
during the day and on weekends.

6. POLYCENTRICITY AND CONNECTIVITY
BETWEEN ATTRACTION POINTS FOR RESIDENTS
The principle of territorial development, wherein
comfort depends on the provision of all possible
amenities and services within walking distance from
the place of residence, as well as the possibility of
local application of labor. It contributes to the prin-
ciples of organizing the territory of the City of the
Future and filling it with infrastructure.

The example of a polycentric orientation
in Russian development is quite obvious —
the emergence of New Moscow is positioned
precisely as a polycentric response to the
challenges of the Russian capital (Kotov et al,,
2016). A few years ago, the points of attraction in
Moscow were increasingly getting concentrated
in the city center, causing a degradation of
residential areas and decreasing transport
accessibility in the downtown. With the
establishment of alternative centers of gravity
like the Moscow City and the New Moscow, some
experts are hoping for a change in the status quo.

7. NEW MOBILITY AND PEDESTRIAN PRIORITY
This is the principle of 15-minute accessibility of
all necessary infrastructure and well-thought-out
walking routes. A variety of pedestrian routes
and short distances between points of attraction
allow residents to walk more without falling
behind the rhythm of city life. At the same time,
extensive transport network and safe speeds

of travel: by bicycle or scooter, by bus, and in the
extreme case by car.

The British sociologist John Urry presents the
human being as a creature existing within time,
and therefore in need of some kind of mobility —
cultural, social, etc. Therefore, the city becomes a
set of mobilities that are available to the individual
in varying degrees. From this perspective,
sidewalks become not just infrastructure, but
places for social activity (Urry, 2012).

8. CLOSENESS TO NATURE

AND A WATER-AND-VEGETATION STRUCTURE
This is what creates an attractive environment to
live in, starting from day one. The implementation
of "vegetation” infrastructure in the form

of a boulevard will ensure the principle of
cleaner development from the downtown to

the outskirts. Also, in absence of enclosed
neighborhood development, the boulevards
penetrate residential development, creating

a variety of “green” pedestrian routes. The use of
the existing water resource in the area will make
the residence more attractive and increase the
number of recreational scenarios for the locals.

9. RESPONSIBLE ENVIRONMENTALISM
The City of the Future creates responsible
residents who are aware of their life scenarios
(including health and education), their social
involvement, and the preservation and
multiplication of natural diversity. However, in
order for the residents to be able to demonstrate
their responsible attitude to nature, the City of
the Future must have a full range of social and
economic infrastructure with an emphasis on a
responsible attitude towards the ecosystems:
+ Stationary retail (chain stores, local stores,
yard sale stores);
Mobile retail (market squares, weekend
markets, free markets);
Catering (neighborhood cafes, community
restaurants, buffets, open kitchens, food
courts);

BACK TO BASICS

Despite the fact that the concepts of “community,”

“social cohesion” and “social capital” have been
developed actively since the 1980s by scholars in
various fields, from psychology to economics, no
unified approach to them has been established
to date. Moreover, since the early 2000s, Western
scholars (Claude Fischer, Michael Woolcock) have
generally criticized these concepts as having acquired
too broad a meaning and thus losing their value and
specificity. There aren’t too many works by Russian
scientists devoted to the topic of communities and
related concepts, and they are mainly based on
studies of urban environments and neighborhood
communities (F. G. Karasev, E. S. Shomina,

T. A. Guzhavina). One way or another, one thing most
researchers agree on is that both social capital as a set
of strong and weak ties, and the assodiation of people
into a cohesive group by a number of properties,
do not happen by themselves, but for the sake of
achieving some kind of common benefits in the future.

According to a study commissioned by the
Timchenko Foundation in 2020-2021 and imple-
mented by Strelka KB in conjunction with guest
experts, three main interpretations of the term

“community” run the golden thread in the history
of its use: connection to a place, common inter-
ests and social solidarity, and social activism. In
our work, we try to combine these interpretations.

By combining these approaches, we arrive at
the following definitions:

Alocal community is a community that brings
together people living together in the same area.
The smaller the settlement, the tighter the social
ties that unite the residents of the community (the
classic model of a local community is a rural settle-
ment). In large cities, local communities start to be
fragmented into blocks and houses, and begin to
play a smaller role in the life of the society.

Engagement is the involvement of all
stakeholders affected by the change — residents
of the nearby area, local communities, activists,
representatives of administrative authorities, local
businesses, experts and other stakeholders in
the project — in the decision-making process to
define the goals and objectives of a territory, to
identify real problems and needs of the people,
to make joint decisions, resolve conflicts and
increase the effectiveness of common actions.

Solidarity is the recognition of the people’s
common interests and the solution of common
problems based on mutual understanding,
mutual respect and mutual assistance, and the
sharing of responsibilities.

Reflexive solidarity (this concept will come
in handy towards the end) is the conscious over-
coming of the boundary between representa-
tives of different groups, aimed at improving
the quality of life of all residents of the territory,
including representatives of vulnerable groups.

Each of these concepts has extensive justifi-
cation and detailed wording in the Timchenko
Foundation’s internal strategy.

Groups of people united around common
goals and objectives. As a rule, members of
the activist community claim to be subjects of
territorial development.

They participate in relationships with other
stakeholders operating in the territory, often
acting as representatives of the broader
citizenry. As a rule, activist communities

have their own leaders and hierarchy. They
can self-organize and institutionalize, with
additional opportunities arising from the non-
profit status. Examples of such communities
in small towns and villages of Russia are public
organizations (unions of veterans, women's
councdils, territorial public self-governance
bodies), active groups of like-minded people
united around a state organization (volunteer
groups in schools, project teams in museums)
and simply associations of urban activists not
connected with any institutions.

In this type of communities, people are united
by shared interests and social practices (from
a common profession to a common hobby).
In the Russian scholarly tradition, this type of
communities is sometimes described using

a clumsy translation of the English term
“communities of action”, which evokes associa-
tions not with the kinds of activities charac-
teristic of a particular community, but with
their level of activity. These can be sports
activities (hockey communities, skateboarding
communities, etc.) or hobbies (stamp
collecting communities, historical reenactment
communities, handicrafts communities). This
also includes communities whose interests
and practices are defined by professional
identity (communities of doctors, teachers,
truck drivers) or social status (communities

of schoolchildren, communities of retirees,
communities of orphans). Each person can,
to one degree or another, be a member of
several communities of interest at once.

In the Russian academic tradition,

one of the terms for this is “local
communities,” also borrowed from the
English practice.

The popularity of the term “local
communities” is largely due to the
persistence of the scholarly tradition —
in the classic works by the Chicago
School of Sociology, a community is
understood as an association of people
living together in the same territory.
However, herein lies the problem of
frequent confusion in the use of the
term “local communities.” Talking about
the spatial delineation of a community,
it is important to understand what scale
we are talking about.

The team that initiates the project and
then participates in its implementation is
effectively a community of activists. This
can be an established community that
already has experience of joint activities, or
a community that emerges thanks to the
project. Like other activist communities,
project teams usually have a clear hierarchy
(from leaders to volunteers), often
institutionalized. The initiating community
can be either open or closed to new
participants.

When a project has a clearly defined

target audience belonging to one or more
communities of interest, it is reasonable

to speak of a community/society of
beneficiaries.

The level of organization of such
communities can vary greatly, and in some
cases communities of beneficiaries may be
formed under the direct influence of the
project. In some cases, the sole beneficiaries
of a project are its organizers; in other cases,
the target audience may be blurred (“the
project to whom it may concern”).

All residents of the community where the
project is being implemented constitute
the local community of the area. As a rule,
this community is amorphous in structure,
has no clear goals and is characterized by
low density of social ties. In cases where
the successful implementation of a project
has an impact on the development of a
community (for example, through the
improvement of public spaces or the
appearance of new educational or leisure
centers), the social effects may affect the
local community as well.

In most cases, however, the impact of the
project implemented is too limited to affect
the life of the local community as a whole.

This type of solidarity occurs in the context
of close (family, kinship, friendship)
rela-tionships. Its breadth is lim-ited to the
circle of people with whom the individual

is in an emotionally charged positive
relationship. This form of solidarity is direct
and exclusively personal in nature and does
not extend to “outsiders.” Roughly speaking,
this is the type of solidarity that a daughter
feels toward her mother, a husband toward
his wife, one close friend toward another.

This type of solidarity is based on a proximity
of interests, growing out of shared values
and traditions that bring people together. In
fact, this is the kind of solidarity that leads
to the establishment of communities. This
solidarity is often based on joint activities
and shared aspirations. It can be felt
between people who may not know each
other well, but who feel that they are part

of the same community (for example, a
professional community of doctors or guitar
players). It is important to note that this type
of solidarity also implies clear boundaries
between “our kind” and “outsiders.”
Conventional solidarity arises between
members of a community, but it cannot
extend beyond its boundaries.

The fundamental difference of this type

of solidarity is that it implies consciously
overcoming the boundary between “our
kind” and “the outsiders.” A person who
experiences reflexive solidarity towards the
others is not guided by feelings of kinship /
friendliness or a sense of shared identity
with them. On the contrary, they consciously
see and accept the differences of the people
belonging to very different communities.
However, for them it becomes an occasion
to cross the line of “their kind” and support
the “outsiders.” The principle of reflexive
solidarity is what drives charity, benevolence
projects and volunteer movements. A
person who undertakes to help, for example,
a homeless person is well aware that them
and their beneficiaries come from different
communities, but they consciously cross the
boundary to help “someone different.”

ABOUT SMALL TERRITORIES

About 40% of the Russian population lives in
remote rural areas, also known as “small territories.”
For various reasons, the small territories
experience a shortage of resources: lack of funding,
remoteness from regional centers, lack of access

to modern knowledge and technology, poorly

developed infrastructure. In the experience of the

Foundation, short-term projects originally run by

activists in the interests of themselves and their

immediate circle, can eventually into long-term
systematic work that affects the interests of all
residents. Since 2015, the Foundation conducts the

Cultural Mosaic of Small Towns and Villages contest,

which serves as an example that sociocultural

initiatives can become the driver of small area
development by bringing the community together,
creating an innovative creative environment, and
adding relevance to history, heritage, and traditions.

The Cultural Mosaic is a three-year cycle
during which teams gain experience from
implementing their first project to creating a
network of partners in their territory and building
a center for sociocultural development. As
the sociocultural environment improves, local
residents develop a positive attitude toward their
small motherland, and through their engagement
in the process of change they begin to feel
ownership and responsibility for the development
of the place where they live. Over the eight
years of the competition, the Foundation has
developed important principles for achieving
sustainable, long-term results.

This includes, on the one hand, a dense
support of project leaders, and on the other
hand — a step-by-step program for the
development of winning teams.

459 projects from 65 regions received support
during the period of the competition. Thanks to
these projects:

+ new jobs were created and the number of
self-employed people increased: 705 new jobs;
volunteer activity has grown: more than 7,100
volunteers a year;
partnership with the government and
business is strengthened — local associations
and strategic working groups for territorial
development are being created;
financing is raised: 223 million rubles is the
amount of co-funding raised for our projects;
funding by Timchenko Foundation amounted
to 407 million rubles (as of the end of 2021).
Project leaders gain more experience and

maturity year after year, their level of social

capital increases, the results (both short-term and
long-term) become more successful, giving a firm
footing, partners appear, and some even manage
to engage investors. The country discovers new
small territories — Yuzha, Tulun, Totma, Rybinsk,

Uryupinsk, and many others.

However, in eight years, only 31 projects
have advanced so far as to become centers
of sociocultural development that work

systematically with the entire local community in
all its diversity, not with isolated target groups or
topics. Why did this happen?

The catch was the notion of leadership in
communities. The local communities, which is
important to note.

ABOUT COMMUNITY LEADERSHIP

The traditional concept of a leader describes a
person who enjoys great, recognized authority,
has influence in a group, organization, team, or
unit that manifests itself as controlling actions.
This classic notion of a leader is appropriate for
an organization; it is also appropriate for initiating
communities that are just starting to take shape.
Perhaps this understanding of the leader can
also be found in a number of professional
communities (aka communities of interest),
where there is invariably one person among the
“equals” in status or level of interest, who takes
responsibility for organizing the entire group.
If you break down most of the collaboration
projects in a small territory, they turn out to be,
in their content and meaning, the second type
of communities — professional ones, where the
strong team up with the strong, because it is
beneficial for both sides.

However, this approach to leadership does
not apply to local communities — which consist
of people of different ages, social statuses,
experiences, interests, principles, and values
residing in the same area. How can one person,
who has no legal, administrative and financial
leverage, coordinate the interests of several
hundred or even thousand different people?
How can they balance the interests of business,
government, activists, children, the elderly,
young parents, and many others? All the while
without forgetting themselves, their family,
ambitions and goals. The answer is simple —
there is no way.

Marshall Ganz at Harvard University's Kennedy
School of Government, who has studied a
large number of approaches to civil society
organization processes, gives this notion of
leadership specifically for communities:

a leader is a person who takes responsibility

to enable others in the community to achieve

their common goal in the face of uncertainty.

Here the focus naturally shifts from one
person’s interests, ambitions and plans to the

“cultivation” of a leadership network that grows
continuously, making the community more
sustainable. This reduces the risk of the leader
burning out or moving, because the focus is
on universal values that bring different people
together. Not the interests of any professional
group. Not a solution to an urgent problem that
literally forced people to come together.

This understanding of leadership is used by
Universal University, Strelka Online Institute, the
Agency for Strategic Initiatives, the “People Make

a Place” Urban Change Workshop, and other
organizations in different areas — for territorial
development, creative industries, and volunteer
projects of various kinds. This fundamentally
changes the approach to both the accompanying
program for those who would like to work with
the community and the focus for which they can
come together.

In essence, the leader here is no longer a
leader, but rather a facilitator, a coordinator who
gradually moves further and further away from
the “center of control,” without preventing other
active residents from expressing themselves and
taking some responsibility for the common future
and present. The self-development model of
local communities assumes that the community
itself (not just one person) is able to determine
its priority problems, the forms and methods
of their solution, the timing of specific projects.
This is precisely the type of community that
should manifest the very ideal stage of solidarity
according to Jodi Dean'’s classification — reflective
solidarity, because the beneficiaries (various
vulnerable groups, among others) are not simply
engaged in the action from the start, but are full
participants of the action.

When working with a local community,
different principles come to the fore, because
unification is most often about improving the
quality of life for all residents in the entire area:

Sustainability, so as to minimize the risks

associated with changes in the financing

structure or composition of participants.

They are aimed at making the community

self-replicating (i.e., attracting new members),

strengthening internal and external linkages,
and receiving funding from diversified sources;

Dialogue and cooperation are the basic

principles of strengthening social linkages.

That is, the local community is not a passive

beneficiary, but an equal participant and

leader in the project.

In order to accumulate expertise in
community development with a view on reflective
solidarity, that is, the conscious inclusion of
different, not necessarily active and resourceful
population groups, the Foundation launched
a cross-program pilot project Solidarity
Communities in 2021. It was based on the best
practices and approaches of Cultural Mosaic,
while focusing on a different principle of setting
up competitive selection and accompanying
program.

The primary hypothesis of the pilot project
was built around dialogue and collaboration
within the community:

Thesis 1: the consolidation of the local
community with the participation groups of residents
in the same area but with different values and
interests is a more effective form of solving local
problems than the initiatives of individual activist
groups or residents.

By building the pilot project around certain
values and concepts, the Foundation expected
that its participants would:
+purposefully include representatives of

vulnerable groups as project beneficiaries;

seek to create points of growth in the local
economy;

try to avoid an infrastructural focus and

prefer a social focus rather than performing

beautification or conducting festivals;

study the social environment of their

territories — surveying residents, discussing

their needs and taking them into account in
the design and implementation of projects;
create partnerships with the groups they
haven't worked with before;

build the projects around the opinions and

interests of the majority of residents.

The Foundation selected three regions of
the Russian Federation to pilot the project in
2021: Nizhny Novgorod Region, Perm Krai, and
Arkhangelsk Region. After analyzing the results,
the project concept was expanded to include
two more regions — Primorsky Krai and Samara
Region. In 2022, the competition became harder
for the applicants. They had one more condition
to meet — conduct small opinion surveys in their
territories and discuss the needs and problems
with local residents. At the same time, the
focus on involving and including not only a few
recognized opinion leaders, but also residents

representatives of vulnerable groups living in

in the requirements for applications and in the
evaluation criteria.

The hypothesis was supplemented with
a new thesis reflecting the influence of local
communities on the economic development of
the territory.

Thesis 2: The development of local communities
can generate new economic forms of activity in the
territory and contribute to its development in the
long term.

The pilot stage of the project is still a few
months away; the final assessment of the effects
will be obtained in February 2023. However, there
are a number of conclusions that the Foundation
has already made for itself at this stage after
working in this direction for almost two years.

1. The closer and clearer the subject matter of
the project is to the majority of local residents,
the greater response and engagement it
generates. In both 2021 and 2022, projects
related to area beautification and leisure
(sports, culture, tourism) accounted for about
60% of the total number of winners.

The more compact the area, the more engaged
residents are, because the ties within the
community (social capital) are higher. According
to the interviews conducted by the Foundation
with the applicants, in small towns and large
villages with populations over 1,000 people,
project authors claim it is physically impossible
to engage the majority of the residents, as

there are too many people and no reason for

close communication between them.

3. Experienced leaders from NGOs and
state-budget institutions find it harder to
work with a wide audience from a community
perspective, because there is a tradition of acting
in the interests of some narrow target group.

4. Inrural areas, there is a tradition of caring for
some vulnerable groups, sometimes not even
recognized as a special form of work. However,
it still seems hard to engage the vulnerable
groups as co-actors, not beneficiaries.

5. Quickly and simultaneously achieving both
parts of the hypothesis — economic points of
growth and community consolidation involving
vulnerable groups — seems unattainable
at the moment. In order to build such a
complex construct and change the residents’
behavioral patterns, a longer period of
constant work is needed (2-3 years at least).

6. Itis possible for the local community to
generate economic growth points, but this
requires outside support.

In 2021, Solidarity Communities had only two
projects aimed at developing the local economy —
souvenirs from Kargopol in the Arkhangelsk
Region and a pretzel festival in Vladimirskoe
village, in the Nizhny Novgorod Region.

In 2022, there are already six such projects.
The Arkhangelsk Region is the leader, with four
projects (Vlasyevskaya, Erkino, Solvychegodsk,
Ust-Pocha); the Perm Krai (Lysva) and the Samara
Oblast (Avgustovka) follow with one project each.

“There are no jobs in the village, no store, no

club, no post office. Our project aims to give

the inhabitants of our village the opportunity to
realize themselves in handicrafts, to share their
knowledge and skills with each other, to teach
them the techniques and opportunities for selling
their products. And finally, to help them see an
opportunity of making extra income from the sale
of handmade goods.”

“Economic” projects carried out within the
framework of Solidarity Communities cannot yet
claim to be drivers of territorial development. But
they do have a few things in common:

These are the projects run by enthusiasts,
amateurs in the field of business;

Above all, the projects lack planning — not

only the prospects are omitted from of the
applications, they are not even visualized.

These are experiments;

It is noteworthy that none of the projects,

except for the Ust-Pocha application, are

oriented toward external markets. Participants

intentionally separate themselves from the

general audience.

But with proper development and support,
they can become more effective.

EPILOGUE

Territory development is a complex concept. It
includes economic indicators, social activity of
the residents, and availability of infrastructure
elements (rural health posts, schools, roads,
etc.). Of course, in a broad sense, it is impossible
to develop a territory based solely on the
actions and resources of activists and the ABCD
approach. But they can set this process in motion,
turning a depressing and dreary territory into
something completely different.

According to the Living Cities national initiative,
1% of the population of any territory are change
leaders. Those with the power to initiate and
guide the actions of the people around them,
for the good or otherwise. For all the diversity
and inconsistency of theoretical and practical
approaches to community concepts, the actions
of these individuals — indifferent, compassionate,
persistent, and good-natured — are evident all
over the country, in a variety of spheres.

They create “telephone chains,” helping lonely
elderly ladies regain or rebuild their social circle
and avoid social isolation.

They collect the stories of their grandparents
and create the Forgotten Villages Museum.

They help parents of children with disabilities
get at least a little rest and support, organize
wheelchair-accessible events or performances
that can be watched in total darkness on an
equal footing with others.

They help teenagers find their place in the
city by working with them to build demo versions
of the spaces they dream of using nothing but
cardboard boxes and bags. Eventually, those
spaces materialize in real life.

Communities can be different, some are just
emerging, others have been around for decades.
These could be urban apartment building / yard
chats: or a village-wide chat of 108 people. These
can be associations of professionals and leaders
in the field or just a company of old friends,
helping shelters out of pure kindness, or sorting
garbage because of their personal beliefs.

As the Foundation’s extensive experience
shows: in order to change the world for the
better, you just have to start acting.

In the fall of 2021, we at the SKOLKOVO School of
Management completed a training program for
teams from the 100 largest cities in Russia. It was
the largest training program in the country for
municipal-level managers. Mayors presented their
projects in the field of sustainable development,
new industries, infrastructure and landscaping
before governors and heads of federal agencies.
These projects are a “replica” of the image of the
future that we, together with the city teams, have
been able to develop as a result of long and often
tedious work.

Exactly one year has passed since then, and
in this period the external context has changed
more drastically than one could have ever
imagined. Metaphorically speaking, our vision of
the future has managed to turn obsolete several
times. Therefore, in designing a new program
for city teams, we decided to conduct an extra
mini-study, in addition to the formal monitoring
of the last year's projects — a series of interviews
with mayors and other participants of the last
year's program. The interview sampling included
cities from the Central, Volga and Ural districts,
regional centers, small and medium-sized towns.
Of course, 10 heads of municipalities is not a
representative sample by far, so within this text
we will formulate several research hypotheses,
which have yet to be tested as part of the
continuation of our study, as well as directly in the
dynamic public process. It seems important to
record these hypotheses as a “fingerprint” of the
new times, a reference point to which we can look
back from the future to verify our predictions.

HYPOTHESIS 1:

AT THE LEVEL OF THE MUNICIPAL
BUREAUCRACY, THE DEVELOPMENT
AGENDA IS REPLACED BY THE AGENDA
OF MAINTAINING STABILITY.

Today, it is obvious to everyone involved in urban,
regional, and spatial development that there is

a growing discrepancy between the “agenda of

the future” and the “agenda of the present.” This
discrepancy existed before, and we at SKOLKOVO
School of Management have regularly observed

it, working with teams of regional and municipal
administrations. We have seen that the concepts of

“sustainable development,” “technological change,”
and “energy transition” are much less integrated at
the municipal level. In the course of the project work
on the program, it became clear that it was not a
matter of misunderstanding the terms — in fact, any
civil servant knows the terms quite well. The point is
the gap between the vocabulary used by the federal
experts and the reality of regional and municipal
management. Roughly speaking, an accident at the
boiler plant limited the pace of energy transition, and
the actions of the regulatory agencies contributed to
the singularity, but not the way it was understood by
the author of the term, Raymond Kurzweil.

Before 2022, this distance was functional: it
played the role of a stimulus for development
and was a useful tool for detecting problems. This
is largely why educational programs exist — to

“pull” managers out of the day-to-day bureaucratic
grind and “"update the firmware” of their
managerial skills.

As of October 2022, the “development agenda
continues to exist by inertia partially at the level of
federal government goal-setting, but the “agenda
of maintaining stability” is becoming incomparably
more relevant at the regional and municipal level.
We can list the themes that were most frequent-
ly mentioned in the October 2022 interviews and
compare them to the key themes of the final proj-
ects at the October 2021 program for city teams.

Of course, the comparison in the above
table cannot be considered “scientifically

the second situation, mayors as respondents
are somewhat more forthright in listing the
problems. At the same time, this factor should
not be overestimated: the generalized readiness
to express any opinion that differs from the
official one has declined radically over the year,
especially for state employees. Therefore, based
on the comparison, we hypothesize the gradual
replacement of the “"development agenda” with
the “agenda of stability.”

MUNICIPAL LEVEL OF MANAGEMENT

IS IN THE VANGUARD OF “REASSEMBLING
THE SOCIAL CONTRACT”

One of the most interesting insights from the
interview was the “demand for a new version
of the social contract” mentioned by one of
the administration heads (almost a verbatim
quote). The respondent’s reasoning was as
follows. Increasing the state’'s demands to the
population' imposes additional obligations on
the municipalities as the level of government, as
being “the closest to the people.”

This trend is most noticeable in small towns,
where employees of the city administration are
often "known by sight” (sociologically speaking,

the “power distance” is significantly lower?). As
economic and social crises intensify, the power
distance with respect to the municipal level of
government will decrease much faster than
with respect to the federal government. As a
consequence, municipal authorities will have to
respond more quickly to new requests from the
citizens. This may become one of the defining
processes in the formation of the city's “agenda”
for the years to come.

Here is a statement by one of the small-town
mayors (population under 50,000): “In the last
month, people in the streets have been stopping
me much more often and not even asking for

is happening, and no one wants to hear that
decisions are made in Moscow and that we are
only the implementers.”

interviews. However, as a research hypothesis,
we can assume that such a process will begin
not in megacities, where the citizen’s claims are
already quite high, but in small towns — precisely
because of the lower power distance.

It should be noted that all the federal center’s
efforts in previous years were aimed at increasing
the accountability of municipal administrations
to the central authorities®. The events of 2022

could be an unexpected trigger to change the
established trend. Simply put, employees of
small and medium-sized city administrations will
have to find a new balance between the growing
“pressure” from two sides — both traditional on
the federal and regional levels, and relatively new
on the part of the urban population, which has
anxieties about security and prospects for social
stability.
Interviews with heads of municipalities were

conducted in the first half of October, that

is, after the announcement of mobilization,

but before the President of Russia issued a
decree introducing special security regimes
(medium level of response and high level of
readiness) and formation of field staffs under
the leadership of the heads of regions. It can be
assumed that these administrative innovations
will also affect the level of power distance. Of
course, the mechanisms of implementation

the population may vary greatly depending on
the geographical location (for example, the
southern regions of the Central Federal District)
or the socio-economic situation (the national
republics). In any case, it is very likely that it

will be representatives of the municipal level

of government and, after some time, of the
regional level of government who will be forced to
respond en masse to the request to “rewrite the
social contract.”

While a year ago the “social contract” at the
municipal level was based primarily on issues of
improvement and infrastructure development
(including, but not limited to, the construction
and repair of social facilities), now its content
may change. Based on the interviews conducted,
we can assume that the main content will be to

ensure social stability, at least to the extent that
this is possible given the limited resources at
the level of municipalities. Let us allow ourselves
an even bolder generalization connecting, in a
sense, the two hypotheses we have proposed.
In 2021, as in the whole of the previous decade,
the image of the future of Russian cities (the
"development agenda” mentioned above) was
determined almost exclusively by trends and
innovations taking place in Moscow and other
megacities (for example, the digitalization of the
transport system or the formation of creative
clusters). There is a fairly high probability that the
image of the future of Russian cities after 2022
will largely depend on the “reassembly” of the
social contract, the first signs of which we found
in recent interviews.

PRACTICAL CONCLUSIONS
AND PLANS FOR THE CONTINUATION
OF THE STUDY

Returning to the central thesis and the title of
the article, let us try to draw some intermediate
conclusions about the changing image of the
future for Russian cities. Is it fair to say that

the “development agenda” is disappearing and,
consequently, for the heads of municipalities
(and perhaps after them, regional authorities) the
issues of long-term forecasting are becoming less
relevant? Of course not.

From our point of view, the key intellectual
challenge of the moment for any specialists in
urban, regional and spatial development can be
divided into two main tasks:

1) Classification of cities (and possibly regions) in
terms of prospects for maintaining economic
sustainability, particularly in the labor

market. This is especially true for small and
medium-sized cities: for example, it is logical
to assume that cities where the key industry
is the automotive industry (Vsevolozhsk,
Kaluga, Naberezhnye Chelny, Togliatti) have
less sustainability than cities with a defense
industry (Izhevsk, Komsomolsk-on-Amur,
Severodvinsk, Tula, and others). Priorities of
the city support programs can be adjusted
depending on this “sustainability forecast” and
in addition to traditional federal stakeholders
(Ministry of Economic Development, VEB.RF,
the Analytical Center under the Government
of the Russian Federation); the Ministry of
Industry and Trade, the Ministry of Labor and
others should also be involved in this process.
Determining the potential parameters of

a “renewed social contract at the municipal
level”in close cooperation with the heads of
administrations (who, in turn, are in direct
contact with the population of the cities).
There should be regular identification of
priority areas of attention in the social sphere
(support for the needy, health care, control
of the sustainability of social infrastructure
facilities).

The municipal level in the new situation should
be able to have more direct and significant
influence on the distribution of budgetary flows,
precisely because of a better understanding of
the needs of the population. We must recognize
that, under the current legislative and institutional
constraints, the municipal level currently has
insufficient leverage, and this is one of the key
elements of the “image of the future of Russian
cities,” which will require revision in the near
future.

Many of the terms used in the contemporary
conversation about development and the future
came into use at the turn of the 19th and 20th
centuries, in the situation of growing awareness
of the transition to a post-industrial society. For
example, such concepts as creative economy,
creative city, and creative industries are emerging.
Creative solutions to big societal problems are
bringing forth new products and services, and
setting up a new system of social interactions.
The modern city demonstrates new types of
economic relationships and innovations in the
technology and business. Thus, it is becoming
essential to involve a large number of talented
and competent people in a variety of fields in the
development and innovation processes.

Among the trends shaping the new social fab-
ric of the cities of the future are an increased par-
ticipation of residents in decision-making process-
es, the growing importance of creative industries,
and the emergence of new challenges to the spatial
development of urbanized areas and to ensuring
inclusiveness and sustainability. There is a growing
interest in a circular economy with greener techno-
logy, progressive building codes, and an awareness
of the implications for social inequality.

The city of the future is an interdisciplinary
object of study. The processes of thinking and
designing urban development involve a variety
of specialists, from architects and designers
to environmentalists and journalists, who
offer important insights into social change, the
impact of technology and the environment, and
propose specific development projects. Some
authors use retrospective analysis of visual
representations of the future of the cities and
their ideologies, suggesting the design of cities
of the future. Other innovators are constructing
an architectural future based not only on climate

This is one of the most recent examples
of the cities of the future, but not the
only one. Renowned architectural
studios such as BIG, Foster + Partners,
OMA, MAD Architects and others help
plan cities of the future, and often

claim to design them with a focus on
sustainability and humane attitude
towards the nature. Below are a few
examples of the ambitious projects to
be built in the coming decades.

Danish architecture firm BIG (Bjarke Ingels Group)
took on the concept for the first-ever Oceanix
floating city in 2019. The project was supported
by the United Nations.

To accommodate rapid population growth,
coastal city dwellers create mounds of sand in the
ocean, on which they erect new buildings. Such
projects often destroy fragile marine habitats and
can be partially submerged within a decade due
to rapidly rising water levels. The modular design
of the Oceanix floating city solves both problems,
Elle.ru reports'.

“Sustainable floating cities are a part of the
arsenal of climate adaptation strategies available
to us. Instead of fighting with water, let us learn
to live in harmony with it. We look forward to
developing climate adaptation and nature-based
solutions through the floating city concept, and
Busan is the ideal choice to deploy the prototype,
said the Executive Director of UN-Habitat,
Maimunah Mohd Sharif?.

As stated on the project website, the
city will span over 6 hectares and provide
accommodation to 12 thousand people. The city
will be built on top of three platforms connected
by bridges. Each platform will serve a specific
purpose — lodging (eco-hotels), research, and
living. Each platform area is 30,000 to 40,000
square meters?.

The city will have integrated systems for
generating electricity, reducing waste and
recycling resources, and providing a comfortable
temperature for growing various crops.

“9 out of 10 of the world's largest cities will
be exposed to rising seas by 2050. The sea is
our fate — it may also be our future,” says Bjarke
Ingels, founding partner of BIG.

The first modular maritime metropolis is
planned to be built by 2025.

In 2020, Toyota announced that it would build
a city of the future at the foot of Mount Fuiji.

It is being designed by the Danish architect Bjarke
Ingels.

The city is expected to be completely
environmentally friendly, with buildings made
mainly of wood, following the style of Japanese
wooden architecture combined with robotic
production methods. The roofs will be covered
with photovoltaic panels to harvest solar energy
in addition to the electricity produced by
hydrogen fuel cells. The houses will be fitted with
smart technology and artificial intelligence.

Only fully autonomous, zero-emission vehicles
will be allowed to move residents around the city
on major thoroughfares, according to a press
release from Toyota'.

“Building a complete city from the ground
up is a unique opportunity to develop future
technologies, including a digital operating system
for the city's infrastructure,” said Akio Toyoda,
president, Toyota Motor Corporation.

Singapore is building an eco ‘smart’ city of the
future. The project is being implemented by the
Housing & Development Board of Singapore.
Giant solar-powered air conditioners, vacuum
waste collection, underground roads for electric
cars, urban farms, and lots of green spaces —
this is what the country’s most ambitious project
will look like.

According to studies, the average temperature
in the tropics is about 27 degrees Celsius.
The amount of electricity needed for cooling
in Singapore is projected to increase by 73%
between 2010 and 2030.

In the new city, air conditioners will be
solar-powered and installed on the roofs
of residential buildings. This will cut energy
consumption by 30% — this will generate
emission savings equivalent to taking 4,500 cars
off the roads each year, Bloomberg reported’.

Each of the 42,000 apartments will be
equipped with a smart control panel that will
allow homeowners to control their energy
consumption. Railroads, driveways, and parking
lots will be moved underground for most
part, making room for gardens, urban farms,
and walking and biking. Houses will also have
a system for vacuum garbage collection via
underground pipes. A gasification plant will turn
garbage into energy — a more efficient way to
produce fuel than incineration.

“Developments like this, in addition to efficient
design of amenities, will have a far greater effect
on reducing long-term carbon footprint than the
actual greenery,” said Lahiru Wijedasa, co-principal
investigator and senior research fellow at the
National University of Singapore’s Environmental
Research Institute in an interview to Bloomberg.

Chengdu is among the most innovative
cities currently under construction in China.
Urbanization process in China is accelerating
rapidly. As of 2022, it stands at 64.7% and is
expected to reach 75-80% by 2035, when about
1 billion people will live in cities. China's most
populous cities are Beijing and Shanghai.

Another high-tech city is to appear in China's
Sichuan Province. Its construction was scheduled
for completion in 2023, but due to the COVID-19
pandemic, the deadline has been pushed back
indefinitely.

According to the master plan, the city will
be divided into six clusters, each having its own
architecture and relationship with nature. For
example, the University Cluster will consist of
buildings with landscaped terraces for classes,
resembling hills. This cluster will also include a
biofiltration system, with the roofs turned into
gardens that filter water and collect it in tanks.
The shopping cluster will contain commercial
and public facilities, as well as residential areas
and offices. The city will use hydroelectric power
extensively.

All clusters of the city will be car-free, and
all businesses in the service sector and social
amenities will be reachable in ten minutes.

“With this project, we hope to provide an
alternative to the typical urban master plan,” says
Chris Van Duyn, a partner in the international
architecture firm OMA'.

Malaysia plans to build its own “islands of the
future” by 2030. BiodiverCity, with a total area
of 18 million square meters, will consist of
three man-made islands, each home to 15-18
thousand residents. The idea proposed by a
group of architectural bureaus — BIG, Hijjas and
Ramboll — is that the people should coexist in
harmony with the nature. The residents will be
able to move freely through the city.

The city's master plan states that “a
water, air and land-based autonomous public
transportation grid is intended to create a car-
free environment, where streets serve as a safe
and welcoming environment for cyclists and
pedestrians.”

In addition to educational and administrative
centers, research institutes, and digital parks,
BiodiverCity will have public beaches and a 25 km
long promenade. A nearby oasis will feature a
miniature archipelago with floating houses on
stilts and terraces, according to ArchDaily".

The buildings are planned to be built mainly
from low-carbon materials such as bamboo
and Malaysian timber, combined with “green
concrete,” using recycled materials as the filler.

Off the coast of Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, a city of the
future will be 3D-printed. Up to twenty thousand
people will live here. The purpose of the project is
to study the ocean.

The Aequorea project was proposed by the
visionary architect Vincent Callebaut. According
to his idea, the jellyfish-shaped buildings of
the city will be submerged in water. Each
building will be complete with recycling plants,
production laboratories, offices, co-working
spaces, workshops, research centers, marine
farms, organic farming, community gardens and
vegetable gardens.

The Great Pacific Garbage Patch is called the
seventh “continent” of the planet. Approximate
estimates of its area range from 700 thousand to
1.5 million square kilometers at least. Aequorea
will be built of recycled plastic waste and algae,
using 3D-printing technology.

The project author’s concept envisages people
travelling in ships and submarines powered by
biofuel. Energy and food will be provided by algae,
plankton, and shellfish, which are planned to
grow on the island.

“Never forget this: the oceans produce 50%
of our planet's oxygen. They are its most active
lungs!,” the project's website states’.

The city of Malm®, Sweden, is already being called
the city of the future, because this is where you
can see a synergy between different approaches
to urban problems.

Malmo has more than 400 km of bicycle
paths and several thousand parking spaces for
bicycles. Bicycles are used for 40% of all trips
to work. By 2030, the city wants to achieve full
energy independence, increasing the share of
alternative energy use to 100%, according to the
city's municipal program.

In the 1990s, Malmo was known as a port in
Southern Sweden; today it is an IT, innovation,
ecology and tourism hub. Itis all about biofuels,
bicycles, and green roofs. The city took over its
own restructuring and renovation. The harbor
was rebuilt, the labyrinths of industrial shipyards
were cleared away and redeveloped with
600 houses, stores, and office buildings equipped
with solar panels and wind turbines made of
eco-friendly materials.

All homes are connected to a circulating water
system, where the same medium is used for
heating in the winter and for air conditioning in
the summer. Garbage shredders are installed in
every kitchen in Malmd. The resulting material is
then used as biofuel for cars and urban transport.
Food waste is also transformed into biogas, which
replaces the traditional natural gas at home. The
Malma authorities even put ashes to work, the
Futurist portal reports'.
